   Statement of Faith #9 
We believe sanctification is an act of separation 
from that which is evil, and of dedication unto God.   
 
Read I Thess. 4:3-8. 
 

“It is God's will that you should be sanctified: 
that you should avoid sexual immorality; that 
each of you should learn to control his own 
body in a way that is holy and honorable, not in 
passionate lust like the heathen, who do not 
know God; and that in this matter no one 
should wrong his brother or take advantage of 
him. The Lord will punish men for all such sins, 
as we have already told you and warned you. 
For God did not call us to be impure, but to live 
a holy life. Therefore, he who rejects this 
instruction does not reject man but God, who 
gives you his Holy Spirit.” 

 
 
 

 
• The word “sanctify” comes from the same root  

 

as holy, holiness, hallow, consecrate, and saint. 
 
 
 
 
 
• Sanctification means “to be set apart” and 

contains two ideas: 
 

1.  Separation from sin 
 
 
 
 
2.  Separation unto God 

 
 
 
 
 

• What has God called us to according to the 
following Scriptures? 

 
2 Cor. 7:1 – “Purify ourselves from everything that 
contaminates body and spirit, perfecting holiness 
out of reverence for God.” 
 
 
 
1 Thess. 4:7 – “For God did not call us to be 
impure, but to live a holy life.” 
 
 
 
1 Peter 1:15-16 – “But just as He who called you is 
holy, so be holy in all you do.” 

 
 
Note: These verses admonish us to separate from 
sin and separate unto God!

• The Antinomian View = “Do whatever you 
want!” 

 

(NOT)  See Rom. 6:1-2 – “What shall we say, 
then?  Shall we go on sinning so that grace may 
increase?  By no means!  We died to sin; how can we 
live in it any longer?” 

 
• The Perfectionist View = “You can become perfect 

in this life.” 
 

 (NOT)  See Rom. 7:15-25  
“I do not understand what I do. For what I want to 
do I do not do, but what I hate I do.  And if I do 
what I do not want to do, I agree that the law is 
good.  As it is, it is no longer I myself who do it, but 
it is sin living in me.  I know that nothing good lives 
in me, that is, in my sinful nature.  For I have the 
desire to do what is good, but I cannot carry it out.  
For what I do is not the good I want to do; no, the 
evil I do not want to do—this I keep on doing.  Now 
if I do what I do not want to do, it is no longer I who 
do it, but it is sin living in me that does it.  So I find 
this law at work: When I want to do good, evil is 
right there with me.  For in my inner being I delight 
in God's law;  but I see another law at work in the 
members of my body, waging war against the law of 
my mind and making me a prisoner of the law of sin 
at work within my members.  What a wretched man 
I am! Who will rescue me from this body of death?  
Thanks be to God—through Jesus Christ our Lord!  
So then, I myself in my mind am a slave to God's 
law, but in the sinful nature a slave to the law of 
sin.”
